It's easier than ever not to cook, and Americans are taking advantage of that. In 2016, the average US
household spent an average of $3,008 per year on dining out, the Bureau of Labor Statistics reports.
However, what you save in convenience, you lose in cold, hard cash. Take buying lunch. If you go out to
eat every workday and spend, on average, $10 per meal, it comes out to $2,500 a year, CNBC's Jonathan
Blumberg reports. Making your own lunch, meanwhile, will cost you half that. One VISA survey found
you only spend on average $6.30 when you bring something you prepared at home. In the Harvard
Business Review researcher Eddie Yoon shares data he's gathered from 1997 to 2016 working as a
consultant for consumer packaged goods companies. Early in Yoon's career, he conducted a survey that
determined that Americans fell into one of three groups: 1) 50% said they hate to cook, 2) 35% are
ambivalent about cooking, 3) 15% said they love to cook. In 2012, the percentages had changed. Only
10% of consumers professed a love of cooking, while 45% said they outright hated it and 45% were on
the fence. For those with the means to spend an exorbitant amount on food, this epidemic might not
register as an issue. But the majority of Americans can't afford such a costly habit. In 2015, the
Economic Policy Institute (EPI) reported, that "nearly half of families have no retirement account savings
atall.”

Officials green-light massive telescope

The $1.4 billion Thirty Meter Telescope pitted people who say the instrument will provide economic
opportunities against those who say it will desecrate the state's tallest mountain, called Mauna Kea, where
there are 13 telescopes. A group of universities in California and Canada make up the telescope company,
along with partners from China, India and Japan. Its primary mirror would measure 30 meters in diameter
and be made up of 492 individual segments. Compared with the largest existing visible-light telescope in
the world, it would be three times as wide, with nine times more area. Mauna Kea, a dormant volcano,
was the first choice, telescope officials said, calling it the best location in the world for astronomy. Its
summit provides a clear view of the sky for 300 days a year, with little air and light pollution. The
telescope's board of directors selected Mauna Kea in 2009. The project won a series of approvals from
Hawaii, including a permit to build on conservation land in 2011. Protesters blocked attempts to start
construction. Then in 2015, the state Supreme Court invalidated the permit and ordered the project to
undergo the process all over again. That meant the application process needed to be redone, requiring a
new hearing. September 26, 2017 Hawaii's land board granted a construction permit for a giant telescope
on a mountain that native Hawaiians consider sacred, a project that divided the state.

China invented a unique rice

Scientists in China have managed to grow a yield of unique rice that could potentially feed over 200
million people. The research was conducted at the Rice Research and Development Centre in Qingdao,
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Shandong, where 6.5 to 9.3 tonnes of the food was grown in saltwater. These results are better than
expected as scientist initially only hoped to produce around 4.5 tonnes of the rice per hectare. The rice,
which has been named "Yuan Mi," was grown using seawater from The Yellow Sea, in north east China.
This water was diluted and pumped into paddy's on a beach, rather than a field. China has around one
million square kilometers of waste land that is high in salinity levels. This breakthrough means the
country could potentially use this waste land and produce 50 million tonnes of rice - which could feed
200 million people. That stat comes from Yuan Longping, an Agricultural scientist who has earned the
nickname "China’s father of hybrid rice.”" He believes that if a tenth of the areas with a similar type of soil
were planted with this type of rice then China could increase its rice production by 20 per cent. It
even tastes good! There is a catch though. "Yuan Mi" comes with the hefty price tag of 50 yuan (£5.72)
per kg, which is eight times the cost of regular rice and is sold in packs weighing 1kg, 2kg, 5kg and 10kg.
That hasn't completely deterred shoppers though as nearly 1,000 people ordered the rice just last month,
with six tonnes being sold in August 2017.

David Rockefeller

David was the grandson of the richest man in the world and his father was considered to be in the top ten
world richest bankers. He inherited not only super wealth, but connections in the upper reaches of a New
York social world - East Coast elite. Rockefeller didn't have more than five percent of Chase Manhattan
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Bank's stock but nevertheless it was called «David's bank». David grew up in a mansion at 10 West 54th
Street, the largest private residence in NY at the time. It bustled with valets, parlor maids, nurses and
chambermaids. When he was a boy, he would roller skate along Fifth Avenue trailed by a limousine in
case he grew tired. As an heir to his grandfather legacy, David Rockefeller lived all his life in baronial
splendor and privilege, whether in Manhattan or at his magnificent country estates. He was received in
foreign capitals with the honors accorded a chief of state. In silent testimony to his power and reach was
his Rolodex, a catalog of some 150,000 names of people he had met as a banker-statesman. He had an art
collection, a museumlike repository of some 15,000 pieces, many of them masterpieces. A popular joke
of the era held that David Rockefeller never ran for President because he didn’t want a demotion. There
was more truth to that joke than many realized. He was in fact offered the position of Treasury Secretary
three times and the chair of the Federal Reserve’s Board of Governors once, but turned all of these
appointments down.

In 2018, the US had six geographic (Africa, Europe, Central, Northern, Southern, Into-Pacific) and four
functional combatant commands (Cyber, Strategic, Special Operations and Transportation). August 7,
2018 asked whether he supported establishing a combatant command for space, Defense Secretary Mattis
told ABC correspondent: "Absolutely. We need to address space as a developing war fighting domain."
The comments from Mattis on Tuesday seem to indicate the Pentagon is looking at setting up a command
first, while continuing to push the launch of Space Force through the bureaucratic channels of
Washington. America’s way of life is dependent on space, NASA administrator Jim Bridenstine told CBS
News last month. “If we lose the GPS signal, there are no inner bank transfers, that means there will be no
milk in the grocery stores, our way of life shuts down, and that’s why hostile countries around the world
are taking action to make these capabilities vulnerable for the USA,” he added. Current Air Force
Secretary Heather Wilson has pointed to China’s 2007 use of a guided missile to destroy a satellite in
orbit as a potential threat to 77 US military satellites currently orbiting the earth. “The US is determined
to protect our capability on orbit, we’re going to defend ourselves, and we’re developing the capability to
do that,” Wilson said at an event hosted by the Washington Post last month. Wilson’s predecessor,
Deborah Lee James said: “The combatant commands do the war fight.”

The Guri Dam hydro electric power station produces up to 10,235 megawatt. It provides 70-80% of all
electricity used in Venezuela. March 9, 2019 Venezuela Government presumed U.S. cyberattack - three
total blackouts in three days. In preparation for the 1973 coup against Allende in Chile the U.S. also
caused blackouts. On August 13, 1973 a power cut brought a total blackout in Chile as President Salvador
Allende Gossens was in the middle of a nationwide address on the country's political crisis. The
electricity went off at 10:15 P.M., 35 minutes after President Allende had begun to speak. The CIA and
other U.S. agencies have been quite active in Venezuela for a long time. In 2017 then CIA director Mike
Pompeo admitted that he was trying to get others on board for 'regime change'. Venezuela currently
experiences multiple total outages of its electricity network. It is quite possible or even likely that the U.S.

Japan is in crisis. The biggest problems it faces — sinking birthrate, aging society, sinking economy,
radiation, unpopular and seemingly powerless government. They present an overwhelming challenge and
possibly an existential threat. During 2019 Japan population is projected to decreased by -148,783 people
and reach 125,938,348 in the beginning of 2020. A 2016 study conducted by a Japanese research firm
found that nearly 70% of unmarried Japanese men and 60% of unmarried Japanese women weren't in
relationships. This is death to the family. Other countries low birth rate problems, including the US,
Denmark, China, and Singapore — with the number of births per woman of 1.87, 1.73, 1.6, and 0.81,
respectively — although Japan's case (1,43 in 2018) may be the most severe.

In 2017, Ukraine's population was 42,823 min. It decreased by 8 min compared to 1989. Statistics says
that the current population of Ukraine is 33 mIn constant citizens, because more than 6 min citizens work
in the EU and about 3,5 mIn work in Russia. In 2017, Ukraine ranked 97th out of 156 countries in the
WHO health rating, falling behind not only the developed western nations but also all countries of the
former Soviet Union: Belarus ranks 54th, Russia is 73rd, while Moldova is 75th. Health and medical care
is worse only in some poor Arab countries, a number of African states, and Afghanistan, the Novoye
Vremya weekly reports. On average, Ukrainian male lives 66,73 years and female - 76,46 years (2016). It
is 10-12 years less than Europeans. The state of health of an average Ukrainian is deteriorating from year
to year. Ukrainians suffer most from diseases of the circulatory system, respiratory organs, digestion, and
urogenital system. Kyiv, Dnipropetrovsk and Ivano-Frankivsk regions are seen as the unhealthies regions,
where doctors record the highest incidence of said diseases. Cardiovascular diseases account for 68% of
death causes in Ukraine, and this is twice as much as in the EU countries. The cause of the progressive
ailment is unemployment, alcohol consumption, low living standards, stress, low quality food and poor
ecology. The highest increase in mortality rates occurred among the so-called preventable or man-made
diseases. Many researchers connect it with high alcohol consumption. According to official statistics in
2004, only 2.5% of all deaths were related to alcohol consumption. However, it is widely accepted that
official data do not represent the true situation, and significant proportion of homicides, suicides, deaths
from liver cirrhosis, pancreatitis and circulatory diseases are related to alcohol.

Robert Maxwell asked Thatcher government for $20bn to save Soviet Union

A letter released by prime minister of the day Margaret Thatcher's private secretary, Charles Powell,
revealed that Maxwell claimed to be acting on behalf of Mikhail Gorbachev's closest advisers when he
visited the 'lron Lady' at 10 Downing Street in March 1990. In that meeting, the owner of Daily
Mirror allegedly asked Thatcher to provide a massive state loan to the Soviet government to ensure that
perestroika reforms would continue. "It was quite clear that perestroika was in far worse trouble than even
we had imagined,” Powell's letter read. "The most urgent need was for short and medium-term credit of
up to US $20 billion for the purchase of food, consumer goods, equipment and supplies. "Without this,
there was no way that Mr. Gorbachev could get through.” In return, Maxwell said, the USSR was willing
to supply coal, chemicals and fertilizers as well as the wide-bodied jets to the UK. Maxwell also
discussed the sale of the Soviet civilian aircraft with Lord King of Wartnaby, the head of British Airways
and a Tory peer. Trade Secretary Nicholas Ridley, however, rejected the offer, as revealed by his personal
secretary Martin Stanley. "Neither we nor the Foreign & Commonwealth Office have evidence to suggest
the USSR is desperately short of food or that it lacks the wherewithal to pay for it if it becomes so. Mr.
Maxwell mentions sales of chemicals, fertilizers and coal, but the USSR also has reserves of gold,
platinum and diamonds."

The Germans are obsessed with saving money

Germans have long had a reputation as thrifty people, committed to squirreling away money in good
times and bad. But where does this reputation come from? An exhibition in Berlin, called “Savings—
History of a German Virtue,” sets out to explain the story behind this national obsession. Not everyone
sees the German habit as a virtue, of course. German frugality has long been the butt of jokes, and the
German government’s rigid fiscal policies and huge trade surplus has earned it rebukes from Washington,
DC, and the International Monetary Fund. However you perceive German’s tendency to save, it’s clear
that the habit is no accident. The exhibit reveals that over 200 years, banks and government advertising
have relentlessly emphasized the importance of putting away money as an insurance for the future, laying
the foundations for a seemingly unquestioning habit that became ingrained in the national psyche.
Germans save no matter what. Curator Muschalla describes saving in Germany as something akin to a
fetish. For many people in the country, he says, staying in the black “is regarded as a goal that is worth
striving for at all costs.” Saving has also been associated with hard times in Germany. Germans were
encouraged to buy war bonds to help the country during World War I. The savings mentality endured
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through post-war austerity through the hyperinflation of the Weimar Republic—even after savings were
wiped out in 1923, when the German currency became worthless.

The artificial currency Euro is going to collapse

The latest trend among European countries of bringing home their gold reserves has been raising concerns
in Brussels. On March 24, 2018, RT talked to Claudio Grass of Precious Metal Advisory Switzerland to
understand what’s behind that trend. According to Grass, only a fool believes you can create wealth out of
nothing and use that as a basis for a sustainable system. “Our system is based on 7 percent paper notes
and 93 percent digital units backed up by nothing other than central bank promises to pay back the debt in
the future through inflation and taxation.” According to Grass, the process means disintegration, which
usually comes with instability, unrest, more government intervention and control. “The central banks
started the repatriation already a few years ago, meaning before we had Brexit, Catalonia, Trump, AFD or
the rising tensions between the Politburo in Brussels and the nations of Eastern Europe,” he said. Grass
explained that these are all symptoms that are evident today and “therefore the central banks might have
seen this coming long before the public realized it.” He said it is fair to say that the world is moving away
from a centralized system. “If we follow this trend, it should be obvious that the next step should be an
even bigger break up into smaller units than the nation states. With such geopolitical fragmentation comes
also the decentralization of power.” Analysts have pointed out that EU countries see gold as insurance in
case they end up returning to their national currencies. “It is just a matter of time before the Euro, the
most artificial currency ever, is going to collapse,” he concluded.

People’s war against the US

As China plots its response to a White House determined to extract blood on trade, Beijing’s leadership
knows it cannot match U.S. military or economic might. But Chinese decision makers also know they
now oversee the world’s dominant marketplace. China’s retail sales are the highest on earth, worth
US$7.5-trillion in 2017, 14-per-cent higher than those in the U.S. China is No. 1 in cars, smartphones and
any number of other items people buy for themselves. Chinese consumers, in other words, have already
collectively become the world’s buying superpower. And when Beijing wants to retaliate, it has a record
of using those buyers, nudged by nationalism and propaganda, to exact a painful toll on rivals. China has
done so in recent years to the Philippines, Japan and South Korea, with Chinese consumers participating
in boycotts of foreign-made cars, cosmetics and tourist destinations that have inflicted financial suffering
on those Beijing wants to punish. Now, China is also prepared to wage a “people’s war” against the
United States, the nationalist Global Times, a Communist Party imprint, said in an editorial. “The
patriotism and collectivism of Chinese will be of great use” in this cause, the paper wrote, putting the cost
of a trade war in graphic terms. “It’s as if the U.S. is cutting flesh from China’s body while China beats
the U.S. and makes it lose its front tooth. It’s hard to say who will be more hurt. But what we can be sure
of this: China’s capacity for pain is greater than that of the U.S. They can boycott Apple, Coca-Cola,
Starbucks, American soybeans — these are the things they can easily abandon.

Humans are sleepwalking into a mass extinction of species

Humans are sleepwalking into a mass extinction of species not seen since the demise of the dinosaurs,
British scientists warned. Man-made global change is threatening the diversity of different creatures that
have taken millennia to evolve to live in niche habitats. Creatures that have moved into delicate
ecosystems such as coral reefs often live in symbiosis with others and are the slowest to recover their
diversity if damaged. 15,000 scientists give catastrophic warning about the fate of the world in new ‘letter
to humanity’ But global warming and rising sea levels threatened to wipe out many species that cannot
adapt to change quickly enough "in a blink of an eye.” In particular freshwater habitats are teeming with
diverse birds and mammals but they are often form isolated pockets which are vulnerable to sudden
change. Professor of Evolutionary Paleobiology Matthew Wills at the Milner Centre for Evolution at the
University of Bath said: We are sleepwalking into a mass extinction of a magnitude unparalleled since the
asteroid impact that wiped out the dinosaurs. Astonishingly, we know remarkably little about the physical
and biological forces that shape patterns of diversity on a global scale. For example, why are there over a
million species of insects but only 32 species in their immediate sister group, the little known remipedes?
Diversity takes millions of years to evolve, but can be damaged in the blink of an eye. We are already
losing diversity that has never even been documented, so it's vitally important to understand the
mechanisms that drive evolution into new speciesy.

The Great Pacific Garbage Patch

The enormous accumulation of garbage floating in the North Pacific is now estimated to be bigger
than Alaska. The Great Pacific Garbage Patch (GPGP) was first noted in the late 1980s, so it’s far
from new. However, the latest estimate of its size, published Thursday is between four and 16 times
larger than previous reports: a whopping 1.6 million square kilometers, or 617,763 square miles. The
increase is partly down to better surveying techniques, but also more garbage being in the patch. By
way of comparison, Alaska—the largest state in the U.S.—is only 570,641 square miles. The trash
vortex is bigger than pretty large countries such as France, Ukraine, Mongolia and Iran. According
to the non-profit organization Ocean Cleanup, whose founder Boyan Slat led the latest research,
there’s at least 79,000 tons of plastic in the GPGP, which lies between California and Hawaii. Most
of the pieces in there are microplastics—those tiny particles of plastic that seemed to be in most
bottled water these days — but they only make up for 8% of the total estimated mass. By contrast, at
least 46% of the GPGP’s mass is made up of fishing nets. There’s a lot of other debris in there too,
and as much as 20% is thought to come from the 2011 Japanese tsunami. All this trash is thrown
together by the North Pacific Gyre—the largest system of circulating ocean currents on the planet.
The international team of researchers modelled the GPGP through surveys from the air and the sea,
over the last three years.
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The dangerous microplastics

Microplastics were found in 93% of water in plastic bottles tested in global study. Microplastics are tiny
shards of plastic less than five millimeters (5,000 microns) in length. Chelsea Rochman, an ecologist at
the University of Toronto and a leading microplastics pollution expert, has seen the effects microplastics
can have when fed to animals like fish. They include liver toxicity, initial stages of tumor formation and
endocrine system disruption. Rochman said there is evidence that these particles are translocating into
other parts of animals such as the livers of fish and mice. Even smaller nanoplastic particles have been
found in the brains of fish. There is concern, according to a United Nations Food and Agricultural
Organization report, that particles of less than 150 microns can pass through the intestinal wall and end up
in the bloodstream and organs. The team at McGill University found that on average there were 5.08
particles per 500 millilitres of water for particles more than 100 microns, while the average for particles

less than 100 microns jumped to 725.12 per 500 millilitres. Particle counts varied from bottle to bottle.
One had 96 particles while another had 2,268. "We can't hyper-extend on the meaning of these results,"
said Tufenkji. "But we do know that ... it's something worth looking into more closely." When informed
of the tests results, all five brands told Marketplace they take food safety, quality control and filtration
seriously. Tufenkji's team tested bottled water purchased in VVancouver, Calgary, Toronto and Montreal.
Thirty of the 50 bottles tested had microplastics.
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Don't Mind the Gap

A rule of thumb for determining the social acceptability of the age gap between romantic partners is to
divide by two and add seven. If a man is 60, for example, his companion must be at least 37. If a woman
is 30, her beau must be at least 22. Hugh Hefner has a simpler rule: His age doesn't matter, but she needs
to be in her 20s. Hefner first married in 1949. She was a student at Northwestern University. He was 23.
They divorced 10 years later. Hefner didn't remarry for another 30 years, when his bride was 27-year-old
Playmate Kimberly Conrad. They separated in 1998. Then, on Monday, the 84-year-old Playboy founder
announced on Twitter his engagement to 23-year-old playmate Crystal Harris. The May-December
marriage—one person in the spring of life, the other in winter—is often seen as illustrating everything
that's wrong with American society: Rich old horndogs, interested only in beauty, taking trophy wives
interested only in money or fame. Hefner surrounds himself with one nymph after another (sometimes
two at a time), each more plastic than the last. Anna Nicole Smith weds an octogenarian billionaire,
presumably for the money, only to overdose before she can cash out. Donald Trump trades in Ivana for
Marla for Melania. But is there really anything wrong with May-December marriages? The research is
thin, but there's little evidence that marriages with wide age gaps between partners turn out any worse
than marriages between people born around the same time.
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Women rescued after spending five months lost at sea

The two women who were rescued after spending five months in a sailboat adrift in the Pacific set foot on
terra firma on October 30, 2017. The USS Ashland found Jennifer Appel, Tasha Fuiava and their two
dogs about 900 miles southeast of Japan, and dropped them off five days later at a US naval base in
Okinawa. The two women sailors acknowledge not being as prepared as they could have been for the
2,600-mile trip from their home in Hawaii to their planned destination of Tahiti. The women and their
canine companions — Zeus and Valentine — set sail May 23 for the trip that usually takes a month, but
their mast and engine soon failed. Their daily distress calls and emergency flares were not received or
seen by passing vessels. They tried to return, and at one point in June were within 726 nautical miles of
Oahu, but couldn’t make it and continued to drift aimlessly in the perilous seas, Appel said. After 99
interminable days, a Taiwanese fishing boat spotted them, but its crew was unable to tow the wayward



sailboat, which was further damaged in the attempt. Appel earlier credited their survival in part to the
veteran sailors in Hawaii who had warned them to prepare well for their journey. “They said pack every
square inch of your boat with food, and if you think you need a month, pack six months, because you
have no idea what could possibly happen out there,” she said. “And the sailors in Honolulu really gave us
good advice. We’re here.”
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More money, more problems.

After William Post won $16.2 million in the Pennsylvania lottery in 1988, he fell victim to crime,
bankruptcy, tragedy and simply poor spending habits. In the two weeks after he received his first annual
payment of nearly $500,000, he had already blown two-thirds of it, purchasing a restaurant, a used-car lot,
and an airplane. His reckless spending continued; within three months, he was $500,000 in debt. But
numbers were the least of his problems. His brother was arrested for hiring a hit man to try to kill him and
his sixth (yes, sixth) wife; his relatives convinced him to invest in worthless business ventures; and his
landlady duped him into handing over a third of his cash. He ultimately filed for bankruptcy, and faced a
stint in jail for firing a gun at a bill collector. “Everybody dreams of winning money, but nobody realizes
the nightmares that come out of the woodwork, or the problems,” Post said in 1993. It seemed unlikely
that the windfall could do anything but good for Post, who had already endured a hard-knock childhood
in an orphanage and a nomadic young adulthood. According to the Post, he told reporters that he was
surviving on disability payments and had a mere $2.46 in his bank account on the day he won millions.
Still, the win did little improve his lot in life, and Post claimed, “I was much happier when I was broke.”
Post died of respiratory failure in 2006 at age 66, leaving behind his seventh wife and nine children from
his second marriage.
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Are Lips The Most Sensitive Part of The Body?

When scientists list the top areas of the body in terms of sensitivity, the lips and fingertips are often
ranked as the areas with the highest concentrations of receptor cells. The receptor cells for touch are
located all over the body, in your skin. Where there are many receptors, or the cells are more
concentrated, your sense of touch is heightened.

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The Immigration Problem

The UK (and especially England) is already densely populated by international standards and has a
chronic shortage of housing. England is twice as crowded as Germany and nearly four times as crowded
as France. We recognize that most migrants come to the UK for a very understandable reason, to try to
better their lives, and that many make a positive contribution to our communities and to society. The issue
is the scale that immigration has now reached with serious consequences for the size of our population
and for the ability of our public services to cope. High levels of net migration to the UK are a relatively
recent phenomenon. The UK has always experienced periods of immigration but never on remotely the
current scale. In 1997 net migration (the number of people coming to the UK minus the number leaving)
was just 47,000. In the years that followed it rose to well over 200,000 and peaked at 320,000 in 2005.
Under the Labour government (1997-2010) an extra 3.6 million foreign migrants arrived, while one
million British citizens left. The coalition government elected in 2010 pledged to reduce net migration to
the ‘tens of thousands’. However, despite some reduction in migration from outside the European Union,
overall net migration rose to a third of a million. This is largely because net migration from the EU
doubled over the last Parliament due to the ongoing disparity in wealth between Eastern Europe and the
UK together with the Eurozone crisis affecting Southern Europe.
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Spain's measures to impose direct rule

The Spanish prime minister says measures to impose direct rule over Catalonia have cross-party support
in Madrid, and will be revealed after an emergency cabinet meeting on Saturday. Mariano RAJOY Made
the announcement after the Catalan region’s leaders failed to meet a deadline to withdraw a declaration of
independence. Madrid is expected to trigger article 155 of the constitution, withdrawing Catalonia’s right
to govern itself, in the ministers’ meeting this weekend. Carles Puigdemont, the Catalan president,
wrote a letter to Mr Rajoy minutes before a deadline on Thursday morning, stating the Catalan
parliament could vote on an official declaration of independence is Madrid did not agree to new
talks. It accused the Spanish government of continuing to “impede dialogue” and threatened to
formally declare independence unless it stopped its “repression”. Mr Rajoy’s office responded by
saying the special Cabinet meeting would “approve the measures that will be sent to the Senate to protect



the general interest of all Spaniards”. Any imposing of direct rule would fall under article 155 of
Spain’s 1978 constitution. It has never been used since democracy was introduced following the
death of General Francisco Franco. Catalan officials say hundreds of people were injured in police
violence on the day of the referendum, while Spanish authorities say hundreds of police officers
were hurt and the use of force was proportional to the resistance they met.
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China’s Youngest Female Billionaire

A Chinese internet sensation who became one of the country’s youngest billionaires is selling her three-
story penthouse in Sydney for US$13.565 million. Zetian Zhang, 24, found sudden celebrity status as the
“Milk Tea Sister” after an image of her in high school holding a tea drink went viral. She went on to
marry one of China’s richest men, Qiangdong “Richard” Liu, the founder of Chinese e-commerce
behemoth, JD.com. Forbes estimates Mr. Liu is worth US$10.1 billion. Ms. Zhang bought the posh four-
bedroom apartment at the Stamford Residences in The Rocks, a historic district at the center Sydney, for
US$12.21 million in April 2015, according to listing agent Michael Lowdon. The home is on the 28th
floor and offers views over the city’s Harbour Bridge and Sydney Harbour. “It is located in the heart of
the historic Rocks precinct and is ideally placed to benefit from what | can describe as an axis of sheer
opulence,” Mr. Lowdon said. “This apartment will have an outstanding view across to Barangaroo and
the forthcoming Crown Casino.” The home, completed five years ago, spans nearly 598 square meters,
and has both formal and informal living spaces, a separate media room and its own elevator, according to
the listing. Images of the interior show Ms. Zhang decorated the home with midcentury modern and
contemporary design elements, such as deep-set leather couches and colorful, abstract art to offset an
otherwise neutral color palette.
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USB stick found on the street

A USB device, containing 2.5GB of confidential Heathrow security data, was reportedly found lying in
Ilbert Street in Queen's Park, in west London. The USB device, which was reportedly unencrypted,
allegedly contained 74 files, totalling 176 documents, including images, maps and videos. Some of the
files were allegedly marked "confidential” and contained sensitive information about the security
measures taken to protect the Queen, cabinet members and foreign dignitaries. It also contained
information about CCTV camera locations, timetables of security patrols, types of IDs required to access
restricted areas and more. The USB device was found by an unspecified man according to a report by the

Sunday Mirror. It is still unclear as to how the device ended up lying about in the streets of London. It is
also unknown as to why sensitive security information was stored on an allegedly unencrypted
device. IBTimes UK has reached out to Heathrow for further clarity on the matter. Heathrow spokesman
said: "We have launched an internal investigation to understand how this happened and are taking steps to
prevent a similar occurrence in future. We have reviewed all of our security plans and are confident that
Heathrow remains secure. The UK and Heathrow have some of the most robust aviation security
measures in the world and we remain vigilant to evolving threats by updating our procedures on a daily
basis.”
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Justice Department Indicts Former Trump Campaign Chairman Paul Manafort

In 2016-2017, US investigators wiretapped Paul Manafort under secret court orders. Paul Manafort and
his business associate, Rick Gates, have been indicted by a federal grand jury on charges of conspiracy
against the United States and other felony charges. The indictments unsealed on October 30, 2017 in
Washington contain 12 counts, including conspiracy to launder money, failing to register as a foreign
agent, false statements, and multiple counts of failing to file reports for foreign bank accounts. The DOJ
indictment charges that former campaign chairman Paul Manafort and his business associate Rick Gates
generated tens of millions of dollars in income as a result of their Ukraine lobbying work. According to
the indictment: “In order to hide Ukraine payments from United States authorities, from approximately
2006 through at least 2016, Manafort and Gates laundered the money through scores of United States and
foreign corporations, partnerships and bank accounts.” The government alleges that at least $75 million
was moved by Manafort to offshore accounts without declaring the income to the government. From there
Manafort allegedly withdrew $18 million to fund a lavish lifestyle, and Gates pulled another $3 million
out. The indictment describes criminal allegations that predate the Trump campaign; Trump’s name is not
mentioned in the 31-page document.
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Five existential threats to US

Nuclear war with Russia, a biological weapons attack and climate change are the three existential threats
to America, a former CIA director has claimed. Michael Morell, who served as acting chief of the foreign
intelligence service between November 2012 to March 2013, warned the US was failing to pay attention
to longer term issues. Nuclear exchange with Russia was still a threat that had the capacity to “destroy”
the country, the 59-year-old told the politics podcast Pod Save the World. “The second is a naturally
occurring or manmade biological agent that kills 60 to 70 per cent of the population,” he said. “We don’t
spend enough time on that.” “And then the third, and some people may laugh at this but it’s absolutely
true, is climate change. It’s an existential threat to the United States of America and if you don’t believe
me look at Puerto Rico. This is the fourth existential threat to us and obviously we’re not paying enough

Despite these existential
threats, Mr Morell said the fifth threat was the “politics in my own country” and the failure of its
leadership to “make compromises that advance our economy and our society”. In what could be seen as a
veiled attack on Mr Trump’s presidency, the intelligence analyst said it had recently “gotten worse”
without any end in sight. “That scares the hell out of me,” he added.
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Hugh Hefner Didn’t Leave His Wife A Penny Of His Fortune

Deceased Playboy founder Hugh Hefner (1926-2017) didn’t leave any part of his fortune for wife Crystal Harris
(born 1986). Crystal Harris remained married to Hefner until his death in 2017. Us Weekly broke the news after
Hefner’s death, and it looks like the 'ironclad' prenuptial agreement between the two will result in her getting
hosed. US Weekly reported in part: Harris, December 2009’s Playmate of the Month, has not been added to the
editor’s pre-existing will. Hefner’s estimated $43 million fortune is promised to “his children, the University of
Southern California film school and a variety of charities,” the source says. This is such a wild move from Hefner.

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Nuclear submarine personnel dismissed

Nine British service members have been discharged from the Royal Navy for testing positive for cocaine
while on duty, according to the Telegraph Friday. The crew allegedly had several drug-fueled hotel
parties while the submarine was docked in the Georgia last month to pick up warheads, according to the
Washington Post. One of the crew allegedly had sex with a prostitute in a hotel pool. “We do not tolerate
drugs misuse by service personnel. Those found to have fallen short of our high standards face being
discharged from service,” a Royal Navy spokesman said in a statement Friday. The service members were
stationed on board the HMS Vigilant, one of four British submarines that carry Trident nuclear missiles.
The latest controversy for the vessel comes on the heels of a sex scandal in which the sub’s top two
commanders were removed from their posts pending an investigation. The sub’s captain Cmdr. Stuart
Armstrong and his second in command, Lt. Cmdr. Michael Seal, are both under investigation for alleged
inappropriate relationships with female subordinates. The British Navy keeps one of the four nuclear
submarines at sea at all times. Inside each sub is a “letter of last resort” written by the prime minister. The



letter gives instructions on what to do in the event that Britain is hit by nuclear missiles. Only the top two
commanders of the submarine can access the letter. The British scandal comes at a time of heightened
tensions around the world.
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4.5 million of Chinese people are filing for divorce every year

The average age at which people in China get married is 26, according to a 2015 survey by the All-China
Women’s Federation. Unlike older generations who may have settled for an unhappy marriage, divorce is
no longer socially taboo in China. Couples can either register a divorce with the civil affairs authority,
indicating they have agreed to go their separate ways, or they can sue for divorce through the courts,
which can rule on custody of children and how to dispose of any assets. Forty-one per cent of divorced
members had ended their marriage within the first five years. Three decades ago, in 1986, 460,000
couples registered their divorces with the civil affairs authority — the most common route taken. By 2016,
that annual number had risen to 4.15 million. Buried in the sharply climbing statistics lies a darker truth:
domestic violence and extramarital affairs together are the leading causes of divorce in China. Beijing No
2 Intermediate People’s Court said in March 2017, that 93 per cent of its divorce cases in the past year
involved domestic violence or extramarital affairs. A survey by a dating website and service provider, in
April 2017 found 18 per cent of divorced female members attributed domestic violence as the cause.
Thirty-eight per cent of female divorcees said they were divorced because their husband cheated on them.
For their male counterparts, 25 per cent said they had been cheated on and 2 per cent cited abuse.
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
